**‘ag’  can mean a number of things, and can be used in a number of different ways:

1.  ‘ag’ can mean ‘ing’ when it is put in front of a verb / doing word.  For example, ag rith = running,   ag súgradh = playing,   ag siúl  =  walking.  Rang 1 are already familiar with this use of ‘ag’.  

2.  ‘ag’ can also mean ‘at’. So if I wanted to say ‘There is a cat at the table’, it would be  ‘Tá cat ag an tábla.’

3.  ‘ag’ is also used when explaining who ‘has’ something.  For instance,  ‘Tá cat ag Mamaí’  means ‘Mummy has a cat.’  

Tá madadh ag Nóra  =  Nóra has a dog.  

Tá rothar ag Ricí   =  Ricky has a bike, and so on.

I hope this will help you and your child through term 2 of Rang 1.  Once again, thank you for all your time and effort in term 1, and keep up the great work!

Rang 1 pupils will continue to take home their yellow ‘Reading Record’ books.
